Shooting Classes  I:  There seems to be some confusion on this subject, so I will try to clarify the Board of Directors decisions in this area and explain them.

1. The range is not rented or made available to any outside group, period.  These groups are either trying to make money off us or training for who knows what purpose.  They have no loyalty to us and if something they do while on the range  causes us problems, they don’t care after they leave.
2. Training classes are allowed as long as at least half the training group is made up of LIPSA members.  The idea is that someone with a real interest in the range will be present and protect the club’s interests.

3. All planned classes will be offered to LIPSA members first.  If they fill the class, that is it.  If they don’t make up at least half the class, the class will not be held.
4. Classes are not charged a range fee if entirely made up of  LIPSA members.  Outsiders, who may make up less than half a class,  may be charged a range fee.

5. No class may be held without the permission of the Board of Directors and all class planning should be done after obtaining the Board’s approval.  

6. There are insurance issues with any shooting class.  Instructors must be able to provide proof of their own insurance.
