For all our sakes, shoot safely.

8/14 Cowboy Action:  The Shadow Riders, “Professionals Match”

"The Professionals" Match Simple Rules 

The match is based on the movie "The Professionals", set just prior to 

WWI, and may be shot in the standard "Cowboy" categories as well as 

the "Professionals Category". 

Here is a guideline as to what is allowed in the Professionals category: 

Pistols: SAA's of course. Double Action revolvers of the period, 

either break top or swing out cylinder type.  Generally any "Pencil 

Barrel" type revolver is allowed.  Any 1911 Colt type semi-auto or 

earlier without compensators, scopes, or dots.  Mauser Broomhandles, 

Lugers or any other funky looking semi-auto of this period are 

allowed.  All handguns (revolver or semi) must have iron sights only, 

fixed or adjustable.  You may use one handgun and reload (recharge) it 

or 2 handguns of any mix.  All shooters carrying auto pistols must 

have the magazine removed except at the loading bench and the line. 

Rifle:  Any SASS legal main match rifle.  Which is a lever action 

rifle in a pistol caliber.  Must use lead ammo only; max velocity of 

1400fps. 

Shotguns:  Winchester 97 or Model 12 as well as other pump shotguns 

such as Mossberg and Remington.  No special optics.  Side by Sides are 

OK, too.  Pump shotguns will be loaded at the loading table with the 

hammer down on an empty chamber with the required number of rounds. 

No more than 5 rounds in the tube.
