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Range Use:  If it ever stops raining the range will be used more often.  This may be the month.  Please shoot safely and cooperate with each other when you are using the range together.

A Commercial:  Recently, we moved a lot of steel into the new connex box in pit 4.  This steel, when used, is placed on 4 x 4 posts which were stacked just outside of the new connex box. You would think that anyone seeing the stacked posts would understand that they had some use other than firewood.  However, some mouth breathers decided these would be just the things to use as targets. We supply targets stands and sticks to support targets.  You have to bring targets and cardboard.  Our rule is, “If you didn’t bring it, don’t shoot it.”  That’s about as simple as I can make it.
A Second Commercial:  Recently, same start, different story, a member brought a friend to the range.  The member, who is a relatively new shooter, had no idea that the two pistols that the friend brought, a 460 S&W and a 500 S&W were unsuitable for use on the plate racks.  The end result was damage to the shield on one of the plate racks.  These racks are very expensive and were built before the newer higher power rounds were developed.  You can shoot .22’s, 25’s, 32’s, 380’s, 9mm’s, 357’s Sig or otherwise, 44’s including magnums and 45’s at them all day.  Leave the 460’s, 480’s, 500’s and 5.7 x28’s at home.  They will destroy the racks.  So will rifle rounds.  When these racks are ruined where will you go to shoot steel?  Shoot the high power stuff at paper targets in the sand pits.
Shooters Class:  Mike DeGennaro, IPSC Master,  held a class for advanced shooters at the Pine Barrens on May 31.  Reports are that the class was a great success.  We will try to get a date from Mike for a beginners class in the near future.  Spots will be limited.  If you are interested you will have to respond quickly.

6/7 Steel Match:  Wilbert, the Czar of Steel , will be at it again for the first match of the month.  If you are a new shooter, steel is the best practice.  Multiple draws from the holster, many aimed shots.  This match will be five stages of static steel, there will be a .22 handgun class.
6/14 1911 Match: Manny Camean  and Ron Jow have decided to bring back the old days with a 1911 Match.  Kind of like an old school match.  Six stages. USPSA safety and scoring rules will be used and all equipment will be according to Appendix D5.  Take a minute and read it or have a trusted friend read it to you. 180 rds.  Need at least 4 mags.
6/21 Father’s Day IPSC Match:  I don’t want to hear any bull….. excuses, “My family celebrates my day”, baloney.  If it is your day you should be able to spend it the way you want.  Shoot.  Dinner will be delayed.  We will eat when I get back.  And by the way, while I am gone, cut the grass. This is a revolver friendly match.  That means no more than six shots from any one position.  So break out that old six shooter, blow the dust off it, use a little oil and have at it.  Six stages, 135 Rds.  
6/28 Cowboy Action:  The East End Regulators will hold another of their famous Cowboy Action Matches.
