It could lead to closer scrutiny of our activities by law enforcement. This is an excellent time to remind you that the range rules require shooters to only use firearms that they can legally own while they are on the range. (See Rule # 3, General Rules)  A word to the wise should be sufficient. There is nowhere else to go, no range down the block.  This is it and you had better do what is necessary to protect it.

I am so upset about what has happened and the possible effect it may have on us that I see very little humor in things.
