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2011 Renewals:  Rather than print and snail mail renewals for 2011, renewal forms and instructions will be sent in a day or two by e-mail. The handful of members who haven’t supplied e-mail addresses will get snail mail forms.  The renewal period remains the same as last year and will be from Nov. 1, 2010 to Dec. 31, 2010.  Any membership not claimed by that date will be offered to a person waiting for one.  New member applications received before Dec. 31, 2010 will not be returned, acknowledged or have their checks returned.  The checks will be destroyed.  Overpayment of dues will not be returned but will be graciously accepted by the Association.  Last year I returned 20 checks to people who did not read or did not understand the instructions.  Do not send renewals that have to be signed for.  If I miss the mail guy I am not going to stand in line at the Post Office to retrieve your letter.
New Members: Just too clear up some misconceptions about how new members are accepted.  We keep no lists year to year.  New members are only accepted to fill slots that are open due to a member not renewing or someone has been dropped for unsafe shooting or failure to follow the rules.  The first people we consider are people who have shot with us during the year, not their skill level but their attitude and safety considerations.  They have gotten to know us and we have gotten to know them.  If there are still vacancies we ask current members in good standing for recommendations.  As a last resort we may accept someone we don’t know, but who has expressed an interest in joining us.  We haven’t taken anyone from this last category in several years.
Major Schedule Change:  The dates for the Nov. High Power Match and the Shotgun match have been changed from the dates previously published.  New date for shotgun is 11/14.  New date for High Power/.22 target match is 11/7.  Tell anyone you know who is interested in shooting these events.  Showing up with a rifle at a shotgun event or a shotgun at a rifle event will diminish your chance of winning.
